The information received from surveys, interviews, DOE statistics is reviewed annually to see if the transition process needs to be modified. 

The Cluster Transition Team quarterly reviews the data regarding the
1.  90 – 270 day transition conference was held on time 

2.  LEA representative notified and present for the Transition Conference, with Parent permission

3.  IEP Implemented by the 3rd Birthday 

If there problems arise they are discussed to find a solution and if necessary to adjust the MOA.




The Cluster Transition Committee will do the following:
1.   Support and maintain this agreement with Special Education Planning Districts, First Steps, Early Head Start Agencies and Head Start Agencies.

2.  Monitor the activities of participating agencies and Service Coordinators to ensure that the  established procedures are followed by reviewing First Steps records and having regular communication with parties involved.

3.  The Transition Committee will be reviewing statistical data, survey information, rules and regulation changes and concerns brought to the committee.



Meet yearly, in February, to review and update MOA at the normal Transition Team Meeting.  The Cluster Team will do the review. The team will review feedback given through surveys, changes in legal requirements, verbal feedback and transition statistics and make changes as needed to the agreement. 



The agreement will undergo ongoing monitoring by the Transition Team members and the LPCC.  Formal evaluation of the agreement will take place annually by May of each year.  

Partners will be provided with copies of the agreement and ongoing monitoring will determine when to offer trainings or meetings to address concerns.
