Garvin Park


Park Address: N Main St & Morgan Ave. 


Facilities: Other, Sports fields, Pool, Restrooms, Shaded area, Stroller friendly pathways, Soft surfaces, Greenway, Playground 


(Description:  Garvin Park is an 87 acre park located on Evansville's North Side. Existing Programs for Parents and Families include: Free Summer Playground Activities: arts & crafts, games, sports, special events, and field trips. Mid-June through mid-August 10AM-4PM. During the Holidays Garvin Park Hosts the Ritzy's Fantasy of Lights which benefits the Easter Seals Rehabilitation Center. This is a paid entrance in the evening, drive thru, and typically costs $7 for up to 6 people in one car; 7-14 people $10. Carriage rides are also available some nights and are coordinated on site.








Fulton Park

Facilities: Shaded area, Soft surfaces, Greenway, Playground, Sports fields 


Description:  Fulton Park has Free Summer Activites: arts, crafts, games, sports, special events, field trips. Mid-June through Mid-August; 10A-4P. This park also features a Tri-Centennial to German immigrants.











Sunset East Park

Description:  Howell Park and Wetlands is located on Evansville's West Side. It is a larger community park which in addition the the amenities mentioned below also offers a 9 hole miniature golf course, picnicking area, horseshoes, and an additional 9 hole standard golf course. In the Summer Months is a free Playground Activity schedule: arts & crafts, games, sports, special events, field trips. Mid-June through mid-August; 10AM-4PM. Howell Park also hosts several Youth Sports teams throughout the year: Youth Football League Youth Baseball Evansville Football.
